Moore’s law (underlying technologies): performance/cost

doubles every 18 months

e processing
e storage

e displays and imagers
e COMmunications

Main impact is on reducing cost

Major recent gains in power-efficiency

e petabyte servers and petaflop supercomputers

e an immense amount of online information - over a zetabyte

¢ 1 terabyte = 1000 gigabytes
e 1 petabyte = 1000 terabytes
e 1 exabyte = 1000 petabytes
e 1 zetabyte = 1000 exabytes

e 1 LOC (Library of Congress) = 100 terabytes

e Everything written, composed, filmed, recorded = 1 exabyte
